Integrated and inheriting the sacred legacy of the
Order of Preachers (0.P.) left by Saint Dominic,
the Dominican Sisters of Thanh Tam
Congregation carry out the principles of
"Contemplare et contemplata aliis tradere” ("to
contemplate and to give to others the fruits of
contemplation").

The congregation was established on January 21,
1958, by Bishop Simon Hoa Nguyen Van Hien,
Bishop of the Archdiocese of Sai Gon, signed and
sealed under the name: The Congregation of
Vietnamese Dominican Sisters, Saint Catherine of
Siena. On November 12, 1958, Father Michael
Browne, O.P., the Master of the Order, recognized
it as belonging to the Order and welcomed the
Congregation into the Dominican Family as the
apostolic sisters.

The Congregation lives according to Dominican
Spirituality through four main characteristics:
Prayer, Community, Study, and Mission. Their
purpose is to glorify God and sanctify themselves
by observing the three Evangelical vows of
Poverty, Chastity, Obedience, and following the
Rule of Saint Augustine and the Constitution of
the Congregation, with the distinctive mission:
“Evangelization and Education.”

In 1965, the Diocese of Xuan Loc was founded.
By geographical location, the Congregation
belongs to Xuan Loc Diocese. After 1975, the
official name became the Dominican Sisters of
Thanh Tam Congregation.

Today, the Congregation is present in ten
archdioceses and dioceses in Vietnam. Since
1978, the Congregation has started a Province in
Houston, Texas, USA. Additionally, the sisters
have set foot in Thailand and Western Australia.

While the destinations of the sisters may vary,
the Congregation remains dedicated to its
vocation and apostolate in service to the Church
and the Order's mission.

* Dominican Habits

White tunic: expression of a pure soul and the
immediate surrender of the consecrated.

Belt: symbol of the covenant of love between
Christ and the consecrated.

Rosary: treasure of the Order of Preachers and a
weapon for Dominicans to fight against spiritual
enemies.

Scapular: given to Dominican Order by Mother
Mary through Brother Reginald as a sign of
Mother's protection for the Order's members.

Black veil: symbol of obedience of the
consecrated, Christ's faithful spouse in the heart
of the Church.

Black mantle: symbol of a life of renunciation,
simplicity, and entrustment, like a fortress
protecting the consecrated from all attacks of
the three enemies.

Congregational badge: represents the name of
the Congregation and harmonious combination
of the common elements of Dominican
Spirituality and the distinctive mission of the
Dominican Sisters of Saint Catherine of Siena,
Thanh Tam.
