BRIEF HISTORY
OF OUR LADY OF FATIMA COMMUNITY

Our Lady of Fatima Convent, belonging to the
Dominican Sisters of St. Catherine of Siena,
Thanh Tam, was established on September 1,
2010, within the boundaries of Luong Xa Parish,
Archdiocese of Hanoi.

Luong Xa Parish, located in a rural area with
about 3,000 parishioners, is in a commune
where approximately three-quarters of the
population are non-Catholic families. The parish
had gone through many years without a resident
priest. The religious life of the parishioners was
nurtured by gathering together at the church to
pray, recite the rosary, and earnestly practice
pious deeds, preserving the legacy of faith
handed down by their ancestors.

Through the introduction of Father Peter Dang
Xuan Thanh, with the approval of Archbishop
Peter Nguyen Van Nhon, later a Cardinal of the
Archdiocese of Hanoi, Father Luke Vu Cong
Liem, the pastor of Luong Xa Parish, and
representatives of the Parish Council invited the
Dominican Sisters of Thanh Tam to be present
and carry out their mission in Luong Xa.

On August 29, 2010, the congregation sent three
pioneering sisters, gradually increasing to five
sisters, to establish the first community in
northern Vietnam. On September 1, 2010, these
sisters arrived at Luong Xa Parish, marking the
beginning of their mission in this new land.

Song song v&i viéc muc vu gido xtt, cac nit tu tai
Tu s& Dirc Me Fatima thuc thi dic sting “truyén
gido va gido duc” ctia Hoi dong qua viéc cham
soc va gido duc tré em & tudi mam non, va vueon
ra ngoai ranh gi¢i Gido xtr Lwong X4, qua viéc
truyén gido va bac ai xa héi dén cac gia dinh
lwrong dan tai nhirng x6m lang lan can.

In the early years of forming the community, the
sisters were temporarily housed by a family in
the parish. Despite the housing difficulties, the
sisters actively participated in pastoral work,
catechesis, and organizing youth groups. After
nearly three years of presence, with the support
of the pastor and the Parish Council, in May
2013, the congregation was able to build a
facility providing the sisters with stable housing
for religious life and better means to carry out
their mission.

Alongside parish pastoral work, the sisters at
Our Lady of Fatima Convent fulfill the
congregation's charism of "evangelization and
education” by caring for and educating
preschool-aged children and extending beyond
Luong Xa Parish's boundaries to evangelize and
conduct social charity work among non-Catholic
families in nearby villages.
